Political Cartoon
 Instructions & Rubric
Requirements:

1. One 8½ X 11 White non-lined sheet of paper (you must use the full sheet)
2. Hand drawn 

3. Colored (by color pencils only – no markers, pens, crayons, water colors, etc)

4. The BACK of the cartoon should have: 
a. Title of Cartoon

b. Name

c. Date

d. Class period

5. It does not have to be one “big” drawing.  It can be a comic strip format with multiple panels if you would like
How do I begin to create a political cartoon?

First you must ask yourself, “What is the issue I want to write about?”  Why is this issue important to you? Is there something which stands out to you as not right, something emotional or does the issue seem hypocritical?

Political Cartoons are designed to send a message, make a point, influence opinion, or ridicule (make fun of)
Create your position statement and why do you feel this way and how can the issue be resolved?”
For example, please see the cartoon below:
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· Look at the example, 

·  What is the main point of this cartoon? How do I know?

· Who might agree with this image? Who might disagree?

· What can I infer about the author based on this cartoon?
Question(s) to answer:
What is your specific opinion about something we learned in class?
· Why should we care?

· What should we do about it?

· Why is this important?

· Who is to blame?

· What does this say about what you believe?
